Does your child suddenly run away, scream, hit, or throw things for no apparent reason?  Are you walking on eggshells? Does your child refuse to get off the computer (TV, video game)?  Take control of the environment and prevent problem behaviours before they become entrenched. Learn how to recognize “secret triggers”, and limit the impact of environmental “hot spots.”
