An Invitation for Parents to Participate in an Online Survey 

At the Autism & Developmental Disorders Lab at Simon Fraser University (in Vancouver, BC), Dr. Grace Iarocci and her students are interested in learning more about social development. The overall goal of our lab research is to work towards improving the social lives of individuals with ASD.

We are currently conducting a national web-based survey to learn more about the variability that we see in individuals with ASD. Although all individuals with ASD appear to struggle with social interaction to some degree, we find that there is great variability in the profiles of strengths and difficulties of individuals.  
We hope that by developing a tool that is capable of identifying these individual profiles, we will ultimately be able to use this information to better tailor social interventions to meet individual needs (e.g., figure out which interventions are best suited for which kids). 

We are currently looking for parents to participate in this online research study. Parents of youth who have a diagnosis of an Autism Spectrum Disorder, are verbal (have functional language), and are between the ages of 11-18 are invited to participate. 
Parents will be asked questions about their child's early development and current social strengths/difficulties during a brief phone interview as well as an online survey (takes approximately 30-40 minutes). 
This project has been approved by the Simon Fraser University Office of Research Ethics.
