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The RSIG-OADD conference was particularly exciting for me because it was my first opportunity to present research at the graduate level. 

I attended many fascinating presentations during the conference; however, one presentation was of particular interest to me. A major challenge in service delivery is the ability to help all individuals who need it, including residents of remote locations. Valerie Temple from Surrey Place Centre described a pilot study that explored the efficacy of using videoconferencing tech-nology to conduct psychological assessment for individuals living in remote locations. This pilot study compared the outcome of live psychological assessments and assess-ments using videoconferencing technology. Results from this preliminary study suggest that videoconferencing may be an effective method to conduct psychological assess-ments with individuals in remote locations. 

As an aspiring clinician in the first year of my Master’s in Clinical-Developmental Psychology, these results were of parti-cular relevance to me because I value the importance of providing opportunities to all children with developmental disabilities. I particularly enjoyed attending the RSIG-OADD conference because it provided me with an opportunity to network with local agencies and local researchers who share my interest in assisting individuals with developmental disabilities.
